Confession Should Be Concise, Concrete, Clear, and Complete.

Concise: Confession with few words, just the words needed to say humbly what we have done or have failed to do,

without any unnecessary elaboration or adornment.

Conscience: Conscience should be formed according to the Gospel and the teachings of the Church. The goal is to have
a conscience that is certain and correct. We should not act with a doubtful conscience, the doubt should be clarified.
One can always ask for advice in Confession.

Concrete: Confession without digression, without generalities. The penitent should humbly indicate his/her situation
and also the time elapsed since the last Confession and the difficulties he/she finds in leading a Christian life. He/she
declares his/her sins and the surrounding circumstances that have a bearing on the sins so that the confessor may judge

in the Person of Christ; abselve in the Person of Christ; and heal in the Person of Christ.

Clear: A Confession where we make ourselves understood declaring the precise nature of the sin, manifesting our

sinfulness with the necessary modesty and delicacy.

Complete: Confession should be integral, without leaving anything out through a false sense of shame so as not to
appear bad in the eyes of the priest hearing the confession. All mortal sins must be confessed by number and kind. A
person is guilty of mortal sin if there was serious matter AND there was deliberation or knowledge AND full consent of
the will.

Regarding serious matter the Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches the following: (#2181) The Sunday Mass is the
foundation and confirmation of all Christian practice. For this reason Catholics are obliged to participate in the Mass on
Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation unless excused for a serious reason like illness. Those who deliberately fail in this
regard commit a mortal sin.

Benefits of Frequent Confession There are those who say that little importance should be given fo the frequent confession
of vemal sins. Far more important, they say, 1s that general confession which the Church, surrounded by her children in
the Lord at Mass makes during the penitential rite of the Mass the “I confess™ is offered and the “Lord have mercy.”

It is true that venial sins may be expiated in many ways which are to be highly commended. But to ensure more rapid
progress day by day in the path of virtue, the pious practice of frequent confession, (confessions of devotion) which was
introduced into the Church by the inspiration of the Holy Spirit, should be earnestly advocated.
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Through frequent confession genuine there is an increase of sanctifying grace, that is sharing in God's very life, self-
knowledge is increased, Christian humility grows, bad habits are corrected, spiritual neglect and luke-warmness are

resisted, the conscience is purified, the will strengthened, a salutary self-control is attained,

How frequent should Confession be? Obviously if you have committed a mortal sin, you should make a Perfect Act of
Contrition, which expresses sorrow to God for offending against His infinite love and goodness and not simply out of fear
of punishment and you should get to confession as soon as possible. Recall a mortal sin is committed when there is serious
matter AND deliberation AND full consent of the will.

Priests and religious have been counseled to confess weekly, which is an excellent practice, or at least twice a month to

get the benefits of the sacrament.

Recall that the Lord instituted the sacrament of confession as described in 5t. John's Gospel where Jesus says to the
Apostles His first priests: Receive the Holy Spirit. Whose sins you shall forgive they are forgiven them and whaose sins you

shall retain they are retained.

Give me, O Lord my God, that life without death and that joy without sorrow where there is the greatest freedom, unconfined recurity, secure
tranguility, delightful happiness, happy eternity, efernal bilessedness, the vision of trufh, and praise, O God. Amen

Reverence for Jesus in the Tabernacle Reverences During Mass

All who pass before the Most Blessed Sacrament should genuflect, unless they are unable to due to
physical disability.

During Mass, when the tabernacle with the Most Blessed Sacrament is situated in the sanctuary, the Priest. the
Deacon. and the other ministers genuflect when they approach the altar and when they depart from it. but not

during the celebration of Mass itself. There is a genuflection in placing the Eucharist back in the tabernacle after
Communion.

A genuflection, made by bending the right knee fo the ground, signifies adoration. and therefore if is reserved
for the Most Blessed Sacrament. as well as for the Holy Cross from the solemn adoration during the liturgical
celebration on Good Friday until the beginning of the Easter Vigil. Ministers carrying the processional cross or
candles bow their heads instead of genuflecting.

Adoration is the worship reserved to God alone. Veneration. not adoration. is given to the Virgin Mary. the
angels, and saints. A bow signifies reverence and honor shown to the persons themselves or to the signs that
represent them. There are two kinds of bow: a bow of the head and a bow of the body.

A bow of the head is made when the three Divine Persons are named together and at the names of Jesus. of the
Blessed Virgin Mary, and of the Saint in whose honor Mass is being celebrated.

A bow of the body. that is to say. a profound bow. is made to the altar; for example, in the Creed at the words
(**and by the Holy Spirit was incarnate of the Virgin Mary and became man.
